How do | Live Up to My Expectations

The Question

Were the whole world good as you —

Dear Parents:

What a powerful poem! To think that
we could transform the world by
merely living up to our own
expectations of others--makes one
think. The truth is, not one of us is
perfect. And yet, we all have the
capacity to attain holiness by
“trying” to live responsible and faith-
filled lives.

We also try to pass these values on
to our children. We encourage our
children to speak honestly and live
with integrity. Now, I need to ask
you to help me with a very important
issue that seems to appear when
teachers and parents are not
present—bad language and
inappropriate use of the Internet at

home.

I would ask that you speak to your
children about the importance of
respecting themselves and their
classmates by the manner in which
they speak to one another. I would
also ask that you speak to your child
about his/her use of the Internet when
you are not present.

Many parents might be surprised by
the fact that a number of students
under the age of 14 have “MySpace”
accounts. Besides being under age to
post their “space” these children pose
a risk to themselves. School policy
regarding a “MySpace” account is: if
a student is using an online account to
post information about the school or
classmates, regardless of parental
knowledge, that student will be
suspended and the “MySpace”
account must be taken down before
that student can return to school.
Observing “MySpace” pages made
me aware of the vulgar language used
on these sites that your child might be
exposed to as well.
