PRINCIPAL’S LETTER

Veronica Wipes the
Face of Jesus

As recounted by her son on Good Friday

Son:  Well, you see, I don't have any
sisters so that was why I was sweeping out
the house.

I dropped the
broom and ran over to the open door--but
before I got there my mother told me to
stop, to pick up the broom and to stand
next to her. I went over to her chair and I
asked her what was going on--she
wouldn't answer me--but I knew.
