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PRINCIPAL’S LETTER

My dear Parents,

As you may be aware Mr. Willers is
away at a Principal’s Forum in San
Diego for the remainder of this week.
This is the perfect opportunity for me
to share some of my experience with
you during the 6 weeks that I was
away. It was truly a “graced” time for
me and a real historical moment for
the Ursuline Order.

1 arrived in Rome not really anxious to
be there because I had a sense of the
work that was ahead of us. I was so
correct it truly was 6 weeks of work
done in the context of prayer.

The purpose of the meeting was to set
the stage for the next 6 years for the
Order. Such a momentous task! One
big part of that was to elect a new
Mother General and General Council
to lead our worldwide group.

It was truly a challenge as I faced 82
women with 17 different languages.
Although we did have translators it
was still a challenge for the times
outside the meeting room. As we
studied all the input from our sisters
from around the world the task only
grew. We prayed, shared, discussed,
wrote, edited and began all over again
for each different issue. I learned so
much during those days, struggled
with language, got very frustrated at
times but continued to give my input
and bring our sister’s wishes and
concerns to the group. It wasn'’t easy.
We worked very hard. During those 6
weeks we had only 4 “‘free days” to
make our mark in Rome. Having been
there many times before I had seen and
experienced much of it and so could
pick and choose. The days moved
quickly and each evening I checked off

the day off on my calendar.
The entire meeting was done in the
context of prayer and reflection and
truly changed my life. It is difficult to
explain but one cannot have gone
through those weeks and not come
home a changed person.
The fifth week was election week and
what a wonderful moment for all of
us. We elected our new Mother
General, a wonderful woman from
Taiwan. This was a real step away
from tradition since all the former
Mother General’s have been from
France. She is going to be a real
breath of fresh air for us. We also
elected 6 women to be her Council, to
assist in governing the Order.
Our days together were truly grace-
filled but I was so anxious to get
home. I missed all the children so
much and all of you. I enjoyed
sending emails because it kept me in
touch with reality. I knew what I had
to come home to at the end of the
meeting. When [ received all the
cards and notes in the mail in Rome [
sat in my room and cried as I read
the messages and pictured each child
in front of me.
1t is good to be home. Thank you for
all your prayers and concerns during
my absence. 1 felt privileged to have
attended the meeting and thank God
for what it did for me. But I also was
so aware that I had a home to return
to and wonderful communities that 1
knew would welcome me back. And
welcome me they did. It was all so
affirming.
Thank you and know I love you and
your family.
